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POLICY 
 
It is the policy of the Superior-Greenstone District School Board that fund raising involving the 
use of students must be closely monitored and regulated. 
 
 
PROCEDURES 
 
1.0 Undue Pressure 
 

The Board wishes to avoid any undue pressure being brought to bear on any pupil or 
family to participate in activities which involve expenses which are to be covered or 
partially offset by fund raising. 

 
2.0 Approval Required 
 

Fund raising activities of any type, including those conducted IN-school or between 
school and home only, must be approved by the Principal. 

 
3.0 Door-to-Door 
 

Door-to-door canvassing should be discouraged. 
 
4.0 Outside Persons 
 

No selling, canvassing or soliciting by outside persons shall be allowed in any school 
building, unless specifically approved by the Director. 

 
5.0 School Photos 
 

Each Principal may authorize school photos by an outside agent. 
 
6.0 Nutrition 
 

Fund raising activities organized by a school should encourage nutritionally acceptable 
foods, when applicable. 

 
7.0 Non-Interference 
 

Fund raising must not interfere with the normal conduct of classes or the usual routine of 
the school.
